Matters Arising

Communication from ADSAT – Harry circulated an email he received from Donella Campbell, ADSAT’s Smoking Cessation Advisor.  Following an invite to attend, Harry has agreed to represent the Partnership at the next ADSAT meeting to discuss this further.  Donald Macleod agreed to circulate the ADSAT annual report to all Partnership members.

Sixth Sense – It was agreed that Norma go ahead and book Sixth Sense to deliver Problem Solving Training for the Partnership.

Under 18 events – The last meeting arranged with Charlie & Norrie was cancelled.  Norma is waiting for a new meeting date to be circulated.

Antisocial Behaviour Update

The Antisocial Behaviour Strategy Group, having agreed to being incorporated into the Community Safety Partnership were invited to the meeting of the Community Safety Partnership as full members.

The Minute of the Antisocial Behaviour Strategy Group agreeing to the proposed changes was circulated to the Partnership for noting.

Joe Mullis informed the Partnership that the Operational Group was developing well, with a set of Policy and Procedures being drafted by a short life steering group.  To date there have been 11 Acceptable Behaviour Contracts (ABC’s) issued and 2 Antisocial Behaviour Orders (ASBO’s).

Mark McCall, National Antisocial Behaviour Co-ordinator updated the Partnership on the national agenda for ASB.  He discussed the commitment of the Scottish Executive to this agenda and suggested that although no guarantees could be made, it was likely that funding would continue.

Mediation Service
Harry Miller informed the Partnership that the report to Policy & Resources Committee on the development of a new mediation service had been withdrawn.  

The Comhairle are required to go out to tender for the development of this new service.  Parallel to the tendering for mediation, the Comhairle will be recruiting and training volunteers.

Richard Whetton – National Community Safety Co-ordinator
Harry Miller welcomed Richard Whetton and asked him to update the partnership on the national agenda.  The key points discussed were:

· The Scottish Executive is encouraging Community Safety Partnerships to take the lead on responsibility for Antisocial Behaviour.  

· The Scottish Executive is looking to reduce the reporting required.  For example joining together the Local Action Fund report with the annual report. 

· They are encouraging Community Safety Partnerships to look at using the National Data Intelligence model for informing action.

· There is a national review of Alcohol and Drug Action Teams (ADAT’s).

· Responsibility for Drugs has moved from the Health Department to the Justice Department in the Scottish Executive.  

· Partnerships have the flexibility to focus on local need.

Proof of Age

Diane Macleod informed the Partnership that Alex Macdonald has left the Comhairle and that she will be taking over some aspects of his role.

It has been agreed that the work with the college needs to be taken forward so that the marketing can proceed.  Diane agreed to arrange a meeting between the working group and the college to discuss this further.

Following a demonstration of the new Proof of Age Readers, Richard highlighted to the Partnership that he is hoping to be in a position to develop a new £10K fund for good practice and encouraged the Partnership to consider applying when the grant becomes available.

Road Safety Conference 

Roddy Mackay was unavailable to talk to this agenda item.

Norma Skinner briefly updated the Partnership on the plans for the Road Safety Conference on 8th September 2006.  It is estimated that around 250 school children will attend the event in the town hall through the day.  The town hall will have a number of representatives from both local and national agencies.

In the afternoon a mock accident will be set out on South Beach Street. This will involve all the local emergency services and it is hope that it will attract significant interest.

Harry Miller highlighted the amount of work Sergeant Roddy Mackay has put into organising this event and expressed his thanks on behalf of the Partnership.

New Strategy Planning

Norma Skinner updated the Partnership on the work towards developing a new strategy.  

Harry Miller, Norma Skinner and Joe Mullis are working alongside Social Work to hold public consultation meetings.

Richard Whetton informed the Partnership that it would be expected that a new strategy would have a number of priorities within it, even although the Partnership were at present only funding one aspect.

Norma Skinner informed the Partnership that she had met with Dougie Paterson (National Choose Life Co-ordinator) the previous week and had discussed the possibility of linking Suicide Prevention with other key strategies.  It was requested that the Partnership consider this option, and it will be placed on the agenda at the next meeting.

AOCB  

Young Musicians Hebrides – Norma Skinner circulated a paper submitted by Jane Gray from Young Musicians Hebrides (YMS) requesting that they change the focus of their Youth Justice funded project.

It was agreed that Young Musicians Hebrides be asked to resubmit an application form for scoring, using the same matrix as was used for all Youth Justice bids in 2006/07.  If the bid is successful YMS will be awarded the funding, if the bid is not successful the funding will be offered to the bid which scored the highest of the group that were previously unsuccessful.

H&I Fire Service Youth Course – Ian Smith updated the Partnership on a successful lottery bid by H&I Fire Service for a 4-year project aimed at providing activities for 12 – 15 year olds.  It is expected to commence in the Outer Hebrides in 2007.  Ian agreed to provide further updates as appropriate.

Newsletter – Norma Skinner reminded the Partnership that they could provide information for the Community Wellbeing Forum newsletter due out in September 2006 if they have anything of interest to pass on.  The newsletter will be circulated to all Partnership members in September.
