Action Plan 2005 – 08

The action plan is with the Scottish Executive for approval.  It is essential that the Partnership’s bid within the action plan be agreed, with key individuals on the partnership taking responsibility for delivery. 

It was agreed that the new membership would help ensure that the Partnership was best able to meet the action plan targets.

Youth Justice

Norma Skinner updated the group on the new round of Youth Justice funding.  There is £22,000 for funding general work with young people.  Application forms have been circulated, and the closing date is set for the 13th April 2005.

Brian Chaplin, Norma Skinner, and Harry Miller agreed to be on a subgroup that will score the submitted bids.  It is hoped that Martin Haigh will also be available to be on the subgroup.  This meeting will take place from 2.00 – 4.00 on the 22nd April 2005, in the E&DS Conference Room.

Alasdair Nicholson highlighted that all volunteers working with young people, now have to be SCRO/Disclosure checked, leading to a likely decline in numbers of people volunteering.  This can only have a detrimental effect on the excellent work being done by the voluntary sector in providing activities for young people in the community.

A report for the Scottish Executive on last years Youth Justice funding is currently being compiled by Norma Skinner.  Information is still being gathered from the projects funded in 2004/05.

AOCB

Harry Miller noted that this is likely to be Brian Chaplin’s last Partnership meeting, as he is retiring in May 2005.  He took the opportunity to thank Brian for his contribution over the lifetime of the Partnership and wished him the very best for the future.
