Minute of Last Meeting

Update

Intervention 2 - Norma Skinner informed the group of progress with this part of the action plan.  Community Education has developed a range of music nights for under 18’s in Stornoway.  

The Partnership requested that they receive a report on the programme in January 2006.   Neil Macleod to progress.

Roddy Mackay informed the Partnership that the Chief Inspector agreed that the Hebridean Nightclub be approached to consider whether they would allow under 18 dances in their premises under strict conditions. 

Following discussion, the Partnership agreed with this proposal.  Norma Skinner agreed to further discuss this with Community Education staff.

Domestic Abuse – Norma Skinner circulated a letter from Western Isles Women’s Aid project, detailing their revised training plan for 2005- 06.  This is a dramatically reduced programme, with £7470 being the proposed spend, rather than the allocated £12,800. 

The partnership agreed that if possible this funding be used in 2005-06 to fund other aspects of the action plan.  Norma Skinner agreed to follow this up and inform the group.

Young Scot Card

Alex Mackay-Macdonald presented a paper to the Partnership detailing proposals for the development of Smart Card Readers for the Young Scot Card.  The proposal, linking with Moray Council, details the development of handheld readers for licensed premises.

These readers still require to be developed by the manufacturers and have a £3,000 development cost.  This cost would be £1500 each for the Partnership and Moray.  Alex has agreed to provide £1000 from his budget to assist the Partnership in meeting this cost.

The Partnership agreed to put the extra funding available from the Domestic Abuse under spend towards the cost of these readers.  This would bring the funding available for this project up to £10,500.

The Partnership has still to reach agreement on whether to give all licensed premises one reader free of charge, or whether to charge a nominal fee.  This will be discussed further at the meeting in January 2006.

Alex has agreed to further investigate the potential costs, and to forward this information to Norma.

Norma Skinner agreed to forward this information on to the group.  

Youth Justice Funding

Norma Skinner informed the group that the Comhairle had received a letter from the Scottish Executive detailing further funding for Youth Justice in 2006 –08.  The Community Safety Partnership is to receive £22,000 per annum to deliver a Local Action Fund.  

Consultation Process for New Strategy
It is proposed that the Community Safety Partnership link up with the Antisocial Behaviour Group and Youth Justice to jointly consult with the public on strategic development.  These are closely linked areas, and such an approach will ensure efficiency and reduce costs.

Roddy Mackay discussed the new Community Engagement Action Team set up under the Lifelong and Community Learning Forum.  Roddy is on this group and will represent the Partnership’s interests.  This action team aim to work to the national standards and support Community Planning to develop this effectively.

Northern Constabulary Consultation

The ‘Excellence in Community Policing’ report, which the Community Safety Partnership contributed to, has been published.  Norma Skinner has the full report, dividing up all the force areas on CD.

CWBF Newsletter
The December newsletter was circulated for information.  This has a wide circulation list and is a good way for the Partnership to publicise good news stories.

AOCB

Licensing Board - Gavin Lawson informed the partnership that he is holding training for the Licensing Board on the 17th January 2006, with the Licensing Board meeting being held on the 18th.  He aims to have Linda Bowie from Servewise present on the 17th to promote the benefits of Servewise for the licensed trade.

A member of the Partnership will also present to the Licensing Board on the work of the Community Safety Partnership locally.  Gavin Lawson to arrange.

Servewise – Wendy Ingledew has organised training for 4 new members.  There will also be training to update those already qualified as Servewise trainers.
