Matters Arising

Norma Skinner informed the Partnership that the Scottish Executive have responded back to the Comhairle on the Antisocial Behaviour Outcome Agreement.  They have requested some changes to the outputs, with it being resubmitted by the 9th September 2005. It will them go before Ministers for approval.

Progress report

Intervention 1 – The seminar planned for the 22nd September, developed by Northern Constabulary was discussed.

It was agreed that Norma should give a presentation at the seminar on behalf of the Partnership and in partnership with ADSAT.

The presentation will provide an overview of the work of the Partnership and ADSAT in the Western Isles to the licensees, and will ask how we can work with them to provide improved services in the Western Isles.

The Partnership agreed to provide £200 funding towards the seminar event.

Intervention 2 – Some smartcard readers will be held in stock and provided alongside occasional licences.

Events for under 18’s will be programmed to run alongside the smartcard launch and they will be used as entry ID for events.

Intervention 3 – Wendy Ingledew and Gavin Lawson working to organise an event for the Licensing Board.

Road safety – Northern Constabulary will provide help and support to the local Police for the road Safety Conference.

Domestic Abuse – Women’s Aid have linked up with the Training Consortia of the Domestic Abuse Forum to deliver the training.  

The Training for trainers has been completed, but no training dates have yet been set.
