Matters Arising

Safetywise – Harry Miller circulated a letter received from Don Maclean, Chair of Safetywise.  The Partnership agreed that Harry Miller and other Partnership representatives request a meeting with Safetywise representatives to discuss a way forward.  Whilst representation from the group is desirable, it was noted that three members of Safetywise already sit on the partnership, albeit representing their own organisations.

ASB Operations Group

Harry Miller informed the group that Robert Sinclair, as the lead officer for the Operations Group would provide an update to the Partnership at each future meeting.

ASB Co-ordinator Introduction

Harry Miller introduced Robert Sinclair, Antisocial Behaviour Co-ordinator to the Partnership.  Robert informed the partnership that he had been to an ASB Officers Forum meeting and intends to spend a few days (still to be arranged) gaining experience from his Argyll and Bute counterpart who has been in post since 2004.

Community Safety Annual Report

Norma Skinner informed the Partnership that the annual report was not complete as she was still waiting for information from some partners.  She has written to the Scottish Executive to explain this, but is keen to get the plan away as quickly as possible.  

The Chair expressed concern at the lack of response to some requests for information.

ASB Annual Report

Harry Miller informed the Partnership that the Scottish Executive have requested the ASB annual report to be completed and returned by the end of April 2007.  Requests for information would be sent out soon and prompt responses would be required.

CCTV
Harry Miller informed the Partnership that Suil air Steornabhagh are ceasing trading from 31st March 2007 and have requested that the Comhairle take over responsibility for the CCTV system locally, in partnership with Northern Constabulary.  A report is being submitted to P&R Committee seeking approval for this.  

The partnership agreed that £10,000 ASB funding be used for revenue funding for the CCTV system in 2007/08, if approved by the Comhairle.

Antisocial Behaviour Funding

Harry Miller briefly updated the Partnership regarding the funding available and the scoring of bids.  It was agreed to score bids on 23rd April 2007, and all present agreed to be involved.  It was agreed the Chair should determine the final make up of the evaluation panel.

CSP Draft Strategy and the way forward nationally

Norma Skinner informed the Partnership of developments with the draft local strategy.  It is intended to be high level with a working annual action plan to support it.  It is proposed that the key priorities link closely with Northern Constabulary’s corporate priorities to ensure appropriate support and a tailored approach to tackling local issues.

The Partnership agreed to await the outcome of the May election before developing the strategy further.

AOCB 

· Norma Skinner informed the Partnership that ADSAT had £1,000 funding available for purchasing Proof of Age readers for premises selling tobacco.  This funding must be spent by the end of March or it will be lost.  The Partnership agreed to check whether there will be further production costs for readers and if not, to provide ADSAT with 10 readers for £1,000. 

· Wendy Ingledew informed the Partnership that the ADSAT Corporate Action Plan (CAP) would be circulated to appropriate members for completion.

· Wendy Ingledew informed the Partnership that ADSAT were looking at adopting a governance framework.  She agreed to circulate these Governance papers to the Partnership for consideration.
