Approved as an accurate record by Harry Miller and Neil Macleod.

Matters Arising

Norma Skinner informed the group that the Antisocial Behaviour strategy, action plan and outcome agreement had been sent to the Scottish Executive for approval.  No formal approval has been received to date.

It was agreed that any member of the Partnership who wished to receive a copy of the strategy should contact Norma Skinner.

Subgroups

Intervention 1 – Northern Constabulary to lead on enforcement campaign.  In early 2006, the Partnership to target the Licensing Board with planned seminars.

Intervention 2 – Norma Skinner and Neil Macleod to work with the new Smartcard Manager to support the delivery of Smartcards to young people in the Western Isles.

200 smartcard readers for both licensed premises and off-licenses, to be purchased following discussion with the Smartcard Officer.  

Intervention 3 – Wendy Ingledew to lead on the development of Servewise training locally.

Road Safety – Kenny Maclennan to lead on the purchase of speed monitoring devices.  Work in partnership to put forward proposals for the development of a road safety video.

Road Safety - Momentum – 41 young people have received awards for training.  The Lewis and Harris Youth Clubs Association are developing further courses.

Domestic Abuse – Norma Skinner to work with Women’s Aid and the Domestic Abuse Forum to ensure the development of local training as detailed in the action plan.

Training

Wendy Ingledew sourced costing for the development of Servewise training for trainers in the Western Isles.  It was agreed to pursue appropriate training as required for the action plan.

Funding
Norma Skinner requested that the Partnership agree a format for the distribution of funding, allocated in the action plan to the appropriate body for the delivery service.

It was agreed that:

· Wendy Ingledew be allocated £4,000 for the delivery of training locally.

· Technical Services be allocated £6,000 for the purchase of speed monitoring devices.

· Western Isles Women’s Aid to receive funding of no more than half of allocated funding in single instalments.

· Lewis and Harris Youth Clubs Association to receive funding of no more than half of allocated funding in single instalments.

A clause be signed by the organisations receiving funding, ensuring that they clearly understand they have a duty to deliver on the Partnership’s action plan and that reports and audited accounts may be requested at any time.

Questionnaires

Karen Mackenzie (summer placement student) has been working with Norma Skinner on the development of research questionnaires to be used to support the work of the Partnership and to evidence developments from 2005 – 08.  

The Partnership congratulated Karen on the work she has done to date and fully endorsed the questionnaires.

It was agreed that the following changes be made:

· A question be added in the Public Perception questionnaire at 5C to ask ‘what ideas do people have for reducing underage drinking?’ and;

· The statement regarding legal drink driving limits in the Road Safety questionnaire be removed.

It was agreed that any further changes be emailed to Harry Miller by 29th August 2005.

Partnership members agreed to circulate these questionnaires around their organisations and to send responses back to Harry Miller.

Consultation

Norma Skinner circulated the Scottish Executive consultation on Tackling Knife Crime.  

If partners wish the Community Safety Partnership to formally respond to the Scottish Executive, could they please email Norma Skinner by the 9th August 2005.  

A consultation on Finger Printing is also available from the Scottish Executive website.  It was agreed that this was not an area that the Community Safety Partnership should formally respond to, but individuals may respond if they wish.
