Basket Making

Imagine you live in a place where there are no shops and money doesn’t exist… You would have to make all your own clothes and furniture, cut your own peat and grow your own crops.  But how would you carry all your peat and crops back to your house?  You’d have to make yourself a BASKET– and different types of baskets could be used for carrying different things.
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This creel (Cliabh) basket is worn on the back, 

with a band across the chest to hold it in place –
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 this would leave the hands free to do other things, 

like knitting. 

Its special feature is that it would

be STRONG and STURDY so that it could carry

heavy peats and last a long time. 

· What sort of basket would you need to carry something like grain or oats? Think about the size and shape of the basket you would need as well as any special features it would have.

· Can you find the two creels in the exhibition?  Can you think why they both have gaps in the weaving?

· Willow is most often used in basket making because it’s strong and supple.  Can you find THREE other materials that might be used instead of willow?
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· These baskets are made from natural resources, like trees and plants.  Can you think why these baskets would be more environmentally friendly than the plastic bags that we use today?

· Upstairs there are a number or baskets that were used for different things.  Can you find TWO of them and explain what they were used for?
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This picture shows a basket-maker using his most important tool – his HANDS.  There is no machine or factory that can produce what basket-makers can.  Below are some other tools that would be used:

Knife – to cut the willow

Bodkin – a long, steel tool to feed the willow through the weave
