The SEA engaged with key stakeholders in 
Gaelic speaking communities in the Isles 
and realised that there was a clear lack of 
networking opportunities for young Gaelic 
speakers. In addition, young people in 
Gaelic speaking communities often do not 
have the leadership skills required to start 
social enterprises or small businesses. 

2.1 An dèidh dhan SEA bruidhinn ri luchd-ùidhe ann 
an coimhearsnachdan Gàidhlig, fhuair iad a-
mach gun robh dìth chothroman lìonrachaidh 
ann do luchd-labhairt òg. A bharrachd air sin, gu 
tric, chan eil na sgilean ceannardais aig daoine 
òga sna coimhearsnachdan Gàidhlig a dh’ 
fheumar gus iomairtean sòisealta no 
gnìomhachasan beaga a thòiseachadh. 
 

2.2 Therefore, the SEA ran an online Young 
Gaelic Leaders programme for people aged 
18-40 living in Gaelic communities in June 
2023. This was based on the “Exploring Your 
Leadership” taster session, providing 
participants with networking opportunities 
and leadership skills and developing a 
better understanding of issues affecting 
young people. The event was very 
successful, and 36 young people, including 
ten Senior Phase pupils from Castlebay 
School, attended. 
 

2.2 Mar sin, chuir SEA air dòigh prògram 
Cheannardan Òga na Gàidhlig air-loidhne san 
Ògmhios 2023 dha daoine aois 18-40 a bha a’ 
fuireach ann an coimhearsnachdan Gàidhlig. Bha 
seo stèidhichte air seisean blasaige “Exploring 
Your Leadership”, a bha lìbhrigeadh chothroman 
lìonrachaidh, teagasg sgilean ceannardais, agus a 
bha a’ toirt seachad tuigse nas fheàrr mu 
chuspairean a tha cudromach do dhaoine òga. 
Bha an tachartas air leth soirbheachail, le 36 
daoine òga an làthair, a’ gabhail a-steach 
deichnar sgoilearan à Sgoil Bhagh a’ Chaisteil.
